 Describe what you want to accomplish: the desired outcomes and purpose of your project:

This is a continuation of a program began last year with a DMP grant.  We are asking for half the funding to take the English speaking children of Grace and the Spanish speaking children and families to Paradise Point Camp for 5 days to build community.  (We are asking for half the money because we recognize that the numbers may be smaller than we hoped for in 2009 and because it is our intent to pay for half the expense ourselves.)
Who will this initiative serve?

It will serve the people of Grace Church, both Anglo and Hispanic, by helping them become one community with two languages and it will serve the larger church by serving as a model and increasing awareness of Hispanic ministry in Idaho.

How does this proposal extend, enrich and expand the elements of mission as defined in the Book of Common Prayer? (see page 855 in the BCP)  

This proposal is entirely about reconciliation.  The time spent together in team building and common life binds people together in community.  This in turn provides a firm foundation for the continued community despite differences in language, culture and economic situation.  It is also a place where gifts and talents can be discovered and empowered for leadership and ministry in the church.
How does this initiative reflect the General Convention ’09 Priorities?  (Go to the General Convention web site to find the Priorities for 2010-2012): 

This, first and best, supports congregation vitality for immigrant and underserved populations.  Grace Church, Nampa is the only place in Idaho that is working to develop a Hispanic congregation.  Last years’ camp was a collaboration with the Diocese of Oregon in terms of programming and camp in 2010 will also encourage this same exchange in a different way.  It specifically addresses the goals of “Claiming our Identity” because the camp is about what makes us Christians together, despite all the separates us.  It is an opportunity for education, formation and leadership training for youth. (Growing congregations and the Nest Generations of Faith). 
Describe your long term plan to continue or amplify the outcomes of this initiative:

This will be the second year of this program.  Grace church will be responsible for half the funding needed in 2010 and after that will endeavor to fund the program entirely on its own.
How will you share this project/program and its learnings? How can this project become portable or replicable in other places?

We are submitting a report on what we have learned to the Provincial Latino Ministry Coordinator and if he feels it will be helpful, it will be forwarded to the national Latino Ministry Committee.  It is easily replicated.
How does this project demonstrate new ways of thinking?

It is a conscious effort to do evangelism and build church community by focusing on children.  It is a conscious effort to make sure that language, culture, and economic status are not allowed to stand in the way of being one in Christ.

Resources for Mission:

What resources do you already have to support this initiative?

People:  We have parishioners with excellent Spanish and child skills.  The Rev. Debbie Graham, serving the Hispanic community, the diocesan camp staff, Rev. Karen Hunter, who will guide designing the program and other parish volunteers
Systems:  We have implemented “Adventure Club”, a day trip opportunity that meets every other Wednesday throughout the summer.  This gives youth a chance to explore and get to know one another.  It gives Hispanic parents a chance to let their child be in the care of someone not family and paves the way for camp to be a possibility. 
Funding:  Grace church will fund half of the expense.
Other:  We have the experience of this summer and a passionate commitment to Hispanic ministry in this place.
What other resources have you already tapped to support this initiative?

In order to do Hispanic ministry at Grace, our resources are already stretched.  This camping program serves as both an added resource and an incentive
Who else have you asked for resources to support this initiative?  What is the status of your request?  What was the outcome?  We have found no other appropriate funding partners at this time.

People:  (We really have all that we need in place.  We are even more prepared with bi-lingual staff and volunteers this year than last.)
